Flowering plants use fragrance and color to attract
betterflies, moths, flies, bees and hummingbirds.

Most of these pollinators come to drink nectar—

the energy-packed sugary Hquid flowers produce.

The plant’s pollen (powdery seed dust) rubs off

onto the feet, bead, wings and abdomen of each
pollinator, as it drinks. The pellen is moved from
flower 10 flower, helping these plants to reproduce
